2. Focus On Multiple
Skill Development

Blended Learning ensures the holis�c development of every child, through 
play ac�vi�es & collabora�ve group work. The resources that are being 
made available are aligned to our Seven Petal Curriculum and are built 
to engage the child to provide a holis�c learning.

The curriculum focuses on all key development areas for children to 
ensure that children meet their individual developmental milestones.

The physical space is now confined to homes. So how do we endeavour 
to develop motor skills in children within these constraints.



Our ac�vi�es are age appropriate and simple enough for the 
child to do without needing their hand held but challenging 
enough that some guidance is needed. Every ac�vity is linked  
to learning objec�ves to be sure they support the child's 
needs and all seven areas of development.

We Run Synchronous
Ac�vi�es In Video Calls

Support the children’s learning in real 
�me. For e.g. 30 minutes live session 

by a facilatator at a specific �me 
during which parents are present or 

nearby. 

Assign Asynchronous 
Ac�vi�es To Do At Home

Guide the families to support children's 
ac�vi�es and encourage to observe the 

children's learning and share photos, 
videos & worksheets as a evidence of 

the ac�vi�es.

Collect The Evidence 
Of Learning 

With the help of parents, we map 
evidence with the learning objec�ves. To 

con�nue the learning from a distance, the 
teacher provides immediate feedback for 
all assignments submi�ed and if needed, 

remedial sessions are taken.



3. Structured Routine

We establish a daily rou�ne that supports child’s learning and keeps 
them busy, engaged and happy in a construc�ve manner while at home.

sort the spoons, forks in the 

kitchen drawer, spread your 

palm & draw the outline.

Fun movement with 
chair Zumba.

Purposeful movement with 

newspaper dance, mid line 

crossing dance & parachute 

play.

Learning alphabets & numbers 

through experien�al ac�vi�es 

like palm tracing, air wri�ng & 

do�ed tracing.

Watch educa�ve & engaging videos like Grandmothers wisdom (why should we have Golden milk) & friends across the world (how do you say Hello in Russian, Spanish, Japanese & others languages).

Do a Hula hoop ac�vity 
& learn about needs & 
wants.

Listen to the audio story of Red Riding Hood & how she defeats the wolf (stories with a posi�ve twist).

Listen to the audio story -
‘The Giant Turnip’ & learn 
the value of togetherness 
& family.



4. Positive Screen Time 
For Your Child 

Our mo�o remains – use the screen 
to take the child away from the screen. 

Learning at home doesn’t mean si�ng in front of the computer all day. 
Our ac�vi�es shared via online means and short daily online gatherings 
are recommended to maintain the connec�on with the children, but 
ac�vi�es themselves can be done offline and using resources that can 
easily be found at home. 
All our ac�vi�es involve a lot of movement, so that the child is not 
seated for too long.

These are the same tools that we use for classroom teaching in the 
physical school context.



In our online approach we have suitably modified 
movement to purposeful movement to teach 
children the desired concepts.

For example:
Find My Pair & 
Match The Pair
(Cogni�ve Ac�vity )

together. Therea�er she will show a few concrete objects on screen 
that always go together like spoon & fork, pyjama & kurta, mask & 
sani�ser etc. Now the teacher asks the students to run around their 
house and bring in 5 pairs of objects that go together.

Children par�cipate keenly. They move away from the screen, run 
around and are keen to see what their peers have brought. 

The teacher will energise the 
children on screen by showing them 
a pair of puppets who always go

role they want to play - vegetable seller/ fruit seller/ shopkeeper 
etc. The teacher encourages them to take turns and sell their 
vegetables to other children on screen. Everyone waits for their 
turn to speak.

Children learn names of vegetables & fruits, discuss their favourite 
vegetables and also learn collabora�ve play by prac�sing 
ne�que�es.

Live Format

We bring out the best in a child as they always stay connected with 
their teachers and friends.

Share them with the parents to keep them updated, informed 
and to partner with them in their child’s learning journey.

have been suitably modified to suit online teaching. 
The focus is more on building life skills and applying the
life skills to achieve emo�onal literacy . 

Our assessment rubrics

We have curated online assessment rubrics for skill development in 
our children, keeping in mind that they are spending most of their 
�me indoors, lack adequate social interac�on and cannot par�cipate 
in outdoor group sports.

Does the child show screen anxiety ?
Is the child able to understand teacher instruc�ons and peer talk ?
Does the child volunteer to read on screen ?
Can the child be seen lip syncing while reading the text on screen ?
Can the child be seen doing finger reading ?
Does the child ask for more stories and rhymes ?
Is the child keen to submit wri�en assigmnents ?
Does the child enjoy doing the wri�en task independently ?
